An estimated 20,000 to 50,000 people
have been trapped inside the city without access to clean and safe drinking water for 48
days.

practice of besiegement. She was speaking to the the UN Security Council via
videoconference from Amman, Jordan, after visiting earlier in the day the Azraq refugee
camp, where around 35,000 refugees live.

The United Nations is calling on the international community to act now to help and
protect trafficking victims and to end this crime forever. “Conflict is a breeding ground
for criminal activity,” said Yury Fedotov, Executive Director of the UN Office on Drugs
and Crime (UNODC). “People forced from their homes are falling prey to human
