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Following the conclusion of the second round of Geneva talks between the Syrian
Government and the opposition, the Spokesperson of the Secretary-General told
reporters that Joint Special Representative Lakhdar Brahimi had apologised to the people
of Syria for the lack of progress at the talks. While stressing that the Geneva
negotiations would be a long process, he said that Mr. Brahimi intends to push ahead
with his diplomatic efforts for the talks to continue.

The UN Relief and Works Agency for Palestine Refugees in the Near East (UNRWA)
announced on 17 February that the agency had been unable to deliver aid assistance to
thousands of Palestinian refugees trapped in the Yarmouk refugee camp near Damascus
for ten consecutive days. UNRWA has not had access to the camp since fighting broke
out late at night on 7 February, forcing the agency to suspend its activities. UNRWA
reiterated its strong appeal to the parties to allow desperately needed food, medicines
and other life-saving humanitarian aid inside the camp.

On 19 February, the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights published a
paper entitled “Living Under Siege” on the devastating impact on civilians of ongoing
sieges across Syria. The paper focuses on sieges imposed by Government forces and
pro-Government militias, as well as by armed opposition groups in the Governorates of
Homs, Rural Damascus and Damascus as well as Northern Aleppo. The document notes
that these sieges have resulted in severe hardship, suffering and deaths of civilians, in
clear breach of the obligations imposed by international human rights law and
international humanitarian law.
