A joint study involving four UN agencies has analyzed regional climate trends over the past
40 years and their implications for the availability of natural resources, livelihoods,
migration and conflict in 17 West African countries. The analysis, released in Durban at the
UN Climate Change Convention talks, shows that overall temperatures have raised,
droughts have been recurrent and severe, rainfall has generally increased and floods have
occurred more frequently and with more intensity. The study was conducted by the United
Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) in cooperation with the International Organization
for Migration (IOM), the Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA), the
United Nations University (UNU) and the Permanent Interstate Committee for Drought
Control in the Sahel (CILSS).
