The United Nations Environment Programmme (UNEP) released the GEO-5 Summary for
Policy Makers on 20 February 2012 as a prelude to the full report. The Summary, which
was negotiated and endorsed by governments on 31 January 2012, warns of the continued
deterioration in the state of the global environment, pointing out that internationally agreed
goals have only been partially met. It calls for policies that focus on the underlying drivers
of environmental change (such as the negative aspects of population growth, consumption
and production, urbanization) rather than just concentrating on reducing environmental
pressures or symptoms.
