The Committee of the Rights of the Child and the Office of the High Commissioner (OHCHR) 

and other partners organized a two-day celebration in Geneva, 8-9 October 2009, to mark 

the 20th anniversary of the adoption of The Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC). 

The Convention was adopted by the UN General Assembly on 20 November 1989 

(A/RES/44/25). The celebration focuses on the theme “Dignity, Development and Dialogue” 

and will give a chance to:  

• highlight three main challenges facing the Convention: ensuring the dignity of the 

child, providing the child with full possibilities for development and facilitating 

dialogue between adults and children in accordance with the participatory approach 

of the Convention; and  

• evaluate the status and implementation of the CRC, after 193 ratifications and 17 

years of reporting; and identify priorities for the future taking into consideration the 

two Optional Protocols to the Convention.
