In 2014, Moussa married Barbara, a 
Belgian woman, and they moved to Belgium. During his first year, he struggled to find a job but was able 
to start as the coach of the U14-team of BX Brussels. Then he found a job as a handyman, celebrated the 
birth of their first son and therefore had to give up his coaching at BX. However, he still plays friendly 
games on a weekly basis and is a loyal supporter of Club Brugge - football still dominates his life.

Mrs Ingrid Pelssers works as an Advisor International Affairs at the Government of Flanders. She analyses 
international policies on the topics of Equal Opportunities and Integration in order to stimulate innova-
tions in Flanders and Brussels.

What is TOGETHER? 

TOGETHER is a global campaign that aims to change negative perceptions and 
attitudes towards refugees and migrants, and to strengthen the social contract 
between host countries and communities, and refugees and migrants. 

All 193 Member States of the United Nations unanimously welcomed the TOGETHER campaign and committed 
to implementing it, when they met at the Summit for Refugees and Migrants on 19 September 2016. TOGETHER 
will run until 2018, when Member States are expected to adopt two Global Compacts on Refugees and Mi-
grants.

This includes the transposition of 
European legislation and the conclusion and ratification of international treaties. Amongst many tasks, the de-

Flanders’ development cooperation, with a geographical focus on Southern Afri-
ca and monitoring import, export and transfer of weapons and strategic goods 
from Flanders. 

To execute these tasks, the Department has a budget of around 46 million euros 
and it relies on the enthusiasm and dedication of a hundred staff members at its head office in Brussels and 
eleven General Representations of the Government of Flanders, accredited to a number of well-chosen coun-
tries (The Hague, Berlin, Paris, London, Madrid, Warsaw, Vienna, New York, Pretoria and Geneva) and interna-
tional organizations (Council of Europe, EU, OECD and UN).
