Their
farm became organic in 2000. In 2007, they started to sell unpasteurized milk, initially 5
litres out the back of a Volvo estate in their local town! Today, they sell all their milk as
unpasteurized milk, cream and butter, via two local doorstep rounds, eight farmers
markets in London, and a pioneering nationwide internet based next day delivery ser-
vice. Hook and Son supply half of England’s current raw milk market, and now employ
17 people.
